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How/Why the Program Began
· District goal to incorporate technology to engage learners.

· Part of a goal to fully integrate the arts into foundation subject areas to engage learners and make applications.

· Directive from Board to reduce “out of class time” for professional learning, teacher sharing sessions, arts experiences for students.

· Initial purchase used Title V funds.  After that, funding minimal from district org budget.  Re-supply the “store” with end of budget money each year if needed.  Maintenance only required at this point.

Four sessions so far:

· Fall into spring 07-08 (secondary art) 

· For initial sessions, specific subject area groups (targets) were invited, then sessions opened to all on “first come – first serve” basis
